Course Description:    Students trace the history of Georgia in the context of the development of the U.S. as a whole. A chronological focus includes a look at pre-historic Georgia, through the foundations of Georgia in the 1700s, growth and conflict in the 1800s, and the state’s development in the 20th century. Students also examine the characteristics of Georgia’s geography, state government, public issues, and citizen rights and responsibilities. In addition, they explore contemporary and historical comparisons of state and national political institutions. Benefit to Students:  In eighth grade, students study Georgia’s geography, history, government, and economics. While the four strands are interwoven, ample opportunity is also provided for in-depth study of each strand. United States historical events are included, as appropriate, to ensure students understand Georgia’s role in the history of the United States.

Course Outline:  
First Semester Topics: Geography of Georgia, Prehistoric Indians, Colonization of Georgia, American Revolution, the Civil War

Second Semester Topics: Reconstruction, Great Depression, WWII, Civil Rights, Modern Georgia, Government, Economics


Late Policy:
